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Tale of Two Sons
For as long as anyone on The Continent can remember, there has been the Tale of Two Sons. The tale talks about The Creator, and warns all species of The Continent to have faith in him. The tale is widespread, but it is mostly followed by Men or Elves that do have faith in The Creator. Like most scriptures of The Creator, nobody knows its origin, or if the story is factual. Some notable Historians of Hithdor believe that it was created as a story that mothers could tell their children to “scare” them into keeping the faith. Other historians believe it is an Omen that wrath will be unleashed upon the world in the coming years – mainly due to the idea of decaying morals across The Continent. At any rate, the tale is usually told as follows:
The Creator molded and shaped all that is The Continent. The Grass was made green and the Sky was made blue.

Beings were created to enjoy what The Creator offered them. In the beginning the beings were peaceful and fully loved The Continent. They thanked the Creator many times over the course of the Sunrises.
The Creator chose to observe his making from the Heavens above and he accepted the Thanks. The Creator was very pleased with his creations.
For a time, all was well.
After many ages most of the beings forgot about The Creator and they forgot how much they loved The Continent that he made for them.

The Lost Ones turned to a life of waste and they took pleasure in destroying what was created. They began to ruin the land, and they began to seek out and destroy the faithful beings.
The Creator was displeased with the Lost Ones.
(0:00) In these dark times The Creator spawned himself a Son and he named him Galion. His Son, Galion, was the only being granted the power to fully destroy the Lost Ones. The purpose of Galion was that of restoration.
Galion rallied the faithful and marched onwards of all of the beings that forgot about his father The Creator. With each new sunrise the legions of Galion sought out and put an end to the Lost Ones.
Within Forty Sunrises the Lost Ones were gone and The Continent was restored. The beings still sent Thanks to the Heavens. Once again The Creator was pleased with his creations.
Galion, too, loved The Continent and he asked to stay in this wonderful place. The Creator gave Galion, the Son of Restoration, permission to stay in his creation, so long as he protected it and guided the beings according to his Will.

(1:45) Many ages passed and many, many generations of beings lived and died a life of peacefulness on The Continent.
Soon, however, many beings became restless with their ways of life and they once again forgot about The Creator – this marked the return of the Lost Ones. Again they took pleasure in a life of waste and destruction.

The Creator relied on his Son, Galion, to once again restore peace to The Continent. To his surprise, his great Son, had also forgotten about him, and had taken pleasure in his new life with the Lost Ones.
The Creator was very displeased with Galion and the Lost Ones.

(2:55) The Creator disowned all of his creations, and he spawned himself a second Son and named him Durion. His second Son, was placed high atop a mountain and he was granted a dark legion comprised of two demons for every being on The Continent. The Creator granted Durion the power to destroy all of his creations, including Galion. The purpose of Durion was that of annihilation.
Durion quickly rained death and destruction on the entirety of The Continent, showing no mercy for any being. Within Forty Moonrises the dark legion had eradicated nearly every being.
On the last Sunrise, Galion remembered his Father, The Creator, and his pledge to protect the creations and guide the beings. Galion reminded the beings of The Creator, and in unison they all dropped to their knees and begged for his forgiveness. The Creator offered no response.
(4:01) In an act of redemption, Galion led the remaining beings on an assault of the mountain where Durion and his legion resided. The beings fought fiercely in remembrance of The Creator, but many of them died while seeking his forgiveness.

Galion fought to the heart of the dark legion and laid eyes on his brother Durion, the Son of Annihilation.

(4:32) On the summit the brothers dueled and Durion quickly killed Galion by ripping out his heart. Galion fell to the bottom of the mountain and his spirit flew into the Heavens.

In the Heavens, Galion witnessed the death of nearly every being that had fought the dark legion. He witnessed the constant desire for annihilation that consumed his brother Durion, who also wanted the destruction of The Continent and The Creator himself.
(5:44) Galion shed a tear which fell to The Continent and became a great body of water. Galion begged his Father to end the destruction for he could not bear to watch. The Creator asked Galion for the reasoning behind his torture.
Galion still loved The Continent and The Creator. Galion vowed for an eternity to never again forget The Creator and never forget to guide the beings according to his Will.

The Creator accepted the plea, but warned that should Galion or the beings forget him once more, The Continent will surely crumble with unwavering destruction. Galion embraced The Creator and awaited his return to The Continent below.

(6:32) The Creator sent message to the faithful beings below about the coming return of Galion. Under the message the beings unified and bravely fought the dark legion with much vindication.
(7:12) The body of Galion was hoisted above their heads and marched back to the summit.
(7:33) With a bright flash The Creator granted Galion life and he stood on The Continent once again.
(8:04) The mountain shook as the two Sons once again fought for control of The Continent. Galion placed his grip around Durion, strangling his brother and sapping the life from his body. Durion fell to the bottom of the mountain and his spirit returned to The Creator.
(8:12) After the fall of Durion, the faithful beings destroyed the remainder of the dark legion with much ease. The spirits of the demons all returned to The Creator.

Within Forty Sunrises Galion restored The Continent to its former glory and once again The Creator was pleased. Galion and the beings sent many Thanks to the Heavens and they vowed never again to forget their Creator. (9:08)
The tale continues as most storytellers have added on a version of the following: “Ages and Ages of peace have followed, and with faith in The Creator than you place faith in security and prosperity. Send your Thanks with each Sunrise.”
Many historians speculate on certain portions of the tale, such as what mountain was the spawning point for Durion, the Son of Annihilation. Popular belief is that the mountain was somewhere located within the Southern Pale Mountains. Evidence to this comes in carvings claimed to be found in many small caves along the mountain range – These carvings reportedly depict the tale. Recently a small group of Belegar officials claim that evidence of a large, unrecorded, and ancient battle is being unearthed by archeologists in North Noram.
Another popular topic in the story is the debate over which body of water was created by the tear of Galion, the Son of Restoration, as he watched the destruction from the Heavens. Currently there are no scientific leads as to what body may be the one, however, due to the godly nature of the story, many believers feel Galion’s tear must be the largest body of inland water in The Continent, which is the Helegael Sea. On the other end of the spectrum would be the Dry Lake, which, ironically, is also the closest body of water to the middle of The Continent. Archeologists from many lands visit both bodies of water in an effort to find evidence which can support the tale.
Without a doubt, the most highly questioned part of the tale is that of the fate of Galion. If the story is factual, than that would suggest Galion still dwells upon The Continent today. Hypothetically, Galion could be in the form of any being, recorded or unrecorded, but many strongly feel that he must be a Man or an Elf. Why stay a secret? Perhaps to observe us, the beings, to ensure that we keep faith in The Creator, as opposed to bringing attention upon himself. Where is he hiding? Perhaps he wanders within the cities and kingdoms of Men, due to Men being presumably the most corrupt of all the beings. One criticized theory is that Galion is simply a spirit, or force, that has free will across The Continent.
The fact remains that we may never fully understand the scripture. Whether you consider the tale to be a story created to scare children into keeping faith, or you consider it to be a true scripture and Omen, you must realize that the Tale of Two Sons is still living on for a reason. How you interpret that reason is solely your own discretion.
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
